· MATHEMATICS – 20 LEVEL
· (Mathematics 20-1, Mathematics 20-2 or Mathematics 20-3)

· SCIENCE – 20 LEVEL
· (Science 20, Science 24, Biology 20, Chemistry 20 or Physics 20)

· PHYSICAL EDUCATION 10 (3 CREDITS)

· CAREER AND LIFE MANAGEMENT (3 CREDITS)


10 CREDITS IN ANY COMBINATION FROM:
· Career and Technology Studies (CTS)
· Fine Arts
· Second Languages
· Physical Education 20 and/or 30

CEREMONY AND BANQUET:

To be eligible to participate in the Grad Ceremony and Banquet, students must meet the minimum course credit requirements for an Alberta High School Diploma or a Certificate of Achievement as established by Alberta Learning. They must achieve a minimum grade of 50% in all non-diploma subjects and meet the requirements for diploma subjects as outline on page 2.

Because the final grades for diploma exam subjects are established by blending the school awarded mark with diploma examination marks, the following rules apply:

a) In the first semester, students must have earned a blended mark of at least 50% in required diploma examination subjects.
b) In the second semester, students must have earned at least 50% in their school awarded marks in diploma subjects that they are applying to meet their diploma requirements. The alternative would be a recommendation from their teacher.
c) Complete all of the requirements of the Life Skills Programs or Certificate of Achievement.

GRADUATION LIST

In December, the graduation list is created and is updated in March and April. This process ensures that students will be aware of their status and eligibility to participate in the graduation exercises.
